MEDICARE NOTICE OF CREDITABLE COVERAGE REMINDER

If you or your eligible dependents are currently Medicare eligible, or will become Medicare
eligible during the next 12 months, you need to be sure that you understand whether the
prescription drug coverage that you elect under the Medical Plan options available to you are or
are not creditable with (as valuable as) Medicare’s prescription drug coverage.

To find out whether the prescription drug coverage under the medical plan options offered by
the Fund are or are not creditable, you should review the Plan’s Medicare Part D Notice of
Creditable Coverage provided in this packet.

ANNUAL NOTICE OF WOMEN’S HEALTH AND CANCER RIGHTS ACT (WHCRA)

You or your dependents may be entitled to certain benefits under the Women’s Health and Cancer Rights Act of 1998
(WHCRA). For individuals receiving mastectomy-related benefits, coverage will be provided in a manner determined in
consultation with the attending physician and the patient for:

All stages of reconstruction of the breast on which the mastectomy was performed;

Surgery and reconstruction of the other breast to produce a symmetrical appearance;

Prostheses; and

Treatment of physical complications of the mastectomy, including lymphedema.

REMINDER ON LOCATING A HIPAA PRIVACY NOTICE

The Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act (HIPAA) of 1996 requires health plans to comply with privacy
rules. These rules are intended to protect your personal health information from being inappropriately used and
disclosed. The rules also give you additional rights concerning control of your own healthcare information.

The HIPAA Privacy Notice related to the self-funded Medical PPO plan explains how the group health plan uses and
discloses your personal health information. You are provided a copy of this HIPAA Privacy Notice with your first time
eligible packet at the time you become eligible for plan benefits. You can get another copy of this Notice from the
Administrative Office at 213-386-8590 or toll-free at 1-800-293-1370 or on the Trust's website at
www.carpenterssw.org.

If you are covered under an insured health program such as a Kaiser HMO Plan or UnitedHealthcare (UHC) dental or
vision plan, you should have received a HIPAA Privacy Notice outlining their privacy practices directly from the
insurance company. You can get another copy of the insurance company’s HIPAA Privacy Notice from the insurer
directly (at the telephone number listed in your Summary Plan Description, or on the Trust's website at
www.carpenterssw.org).

REMINDER TO PROVIDE THE PLAN WITH THE TAXPAYER IDENTIFICATION NUMBER (TIN) OR SOCIAL
SECURITY NUMBER (SSN) OF EACH ENROLLEE IN A HEALTH PLAN

Our Plan is required by law to collect the taxpayer identification number (TIN) or social security number (SSN) of each
medical plan participant and provide that number on reports that will be provided to the IRS each year. We are required
to make at least two consecutive attempts to gather missing TINS/SSNs.

If a dependent does not yet have a social security number, you can go to this website to complete a form to request a
SSN: http://www.socialsecurity.gov/online/ss-5.pdf. Applying for a social security number is FREE.

The SSN will also be used to help fulfill mandatory reporting requirements to the Centers for Medicare and Medicaid
(CMS) for the purposes of permitting Medicare to coordinate benefits for individuals enrolled in both an employer-
sponsored medical plan and Medicare.

If you have not yet provided the social security number (or other TIN) for each of your dependents that are enrolled in
the Trust’s health plan, please contact the Administrative Office at 213-386-8590 or toll-free at 1-800-293-1370.

AVAILABILITY OF SUMMARY OF BENEFITS AND COVERAGE (SBC) DOCUMENT(S)

The health benefits available to you provide important protection for you and your family in the case of illness or injury.
In accordance with law, our plan provides you with a Summary of Benefits and Coverage (SBC) for each medical
plan option as a way to help you understand and compare medical plan benefits. The SBC summarizes and compares
important information including, what is covered, what you need to pay for various benefits, what is not covered and
where to get answers to questions. SBC documents are updated when there is a change to the benefits information
displayed on an SBC and are also included with the enclosed materials.

NEWBORNS' AND MOTHERS' HEALTH PROTECTION ACT NOTICE

Hospital Length of Stay for Childbirth: Under federal law, group health plans generally may not restrict benefits for
any hospital length of stay in connection with childbirth for the mother or the newborn child to less than 48 hours
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following a vaginal delivery, or less than 96 hours following a cesarean section. However, the Plan may pay for a
shorter stay if the attending Physician or Health Care Practitioner, after consultation with the mother, discharges the
mother or newborn earlier.

Also, under federal law, plans may not set the level of benefits or out-of-pocket costs so that any later portion of the
48-hour (or 96-hour) stay is treated in a manner less favorable to the mother or newborn than any earlier portion of the
stay.

In addition, the Plan may not, under federal law, require that a Physician or other Health Care Practitioner obtain
authorization for prescribing a length of stay of up to 48 hours (or 96 hours). However, to use certain providers or
facilities, or to reduce your out-of-pocket costs, you may be required to obtain precertification. For information on
precertification for a length of stay longer than 48 hours for vaginal birth or 96 hours for cesarean section, contact the
medical plan in which you are enrolled (contact phone number listed on your ID card). If you have questions about this
Notice, contact the Administrative Office at 213-386-8590 or toll-free at 1-800-293-1370.

MID-YEAR CHANGES TO YOUR HEALTH CARE BENEFIT ELECTIONS

After an enrollment period is completed, you will not be allowed to change your benefit elections or add/delete
dependents until at least 12 months have passed since you last changed your medical plan election, unless you have
a Special Enrollment Event, as outlined below.

e Marriage, Birth, Adoption Event: If you have a new dependent as a result of marriage, birth, adoption, or
placement for adoption or legal guardianship, you may be able to enroll your new dependent(s) if you request
enrollment within 90 days from the qualifying event and provide proof of dependent status (if applicable).

If you do not request enrollment and provide the accompanying proof of dependent status within the 90 day
deadline, coverage will not become effective until the first of the month in which all required documents are received
by the Administrative Office

e Medicaid/CHIP Event: You and your eligible dependents may also enroll in a Medical plan if you (or your
dependents):

- have coverage through Medicaid or a State Children’s Health Insurance Program (CHIP) and you (or your
dependents) lose eligibility for that coverage. However, you must request enroliment within 90 days after
the Medicaid or CHIP coverage ends.

- become eligible for a premium assistance program through Medicaid or CHIP. However, you must request
enrollment within 60 days after you (or your dependents) are determined to be eligible for such assistance.

If you fail to meet this deadline, coverage will not become effective until the first of the month in which all required
documents are received by the Administrative Office.

e Loss of other Coverage Event: If you are declining enrollment for yourself or your dependents (including your
spouse) because of other health insurance or group health plan coverage, you may be able to enroll yourself and
your dependents in this Plan if you or your dependents lose eligibility for that other coverage (or if your employer
stops contributing toward your or your dependents’ other coverage). However, you must request enroliment
within 90 days after your or your dependents’ other coverage ends (or after the employer stops contributing
towards the other coverage) along with proof of dependent status (if applicable).

If you do not request enroliment and provide the accompanying proof of dependent status within the 90 day
deadline, coverage will not become effective until the first of the month in which all required documents are received
by the Administrative Office.

KEEP THE ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICE NOTIFIED OF CHANGES

YOU ARE REQUIRED TO PROVIDE TIMELY NOTICE

You or your Dependents must promptly notify the Administrative Office in any of the following events: change of
name, change of address, marriage, divorce or legal separation, death of a covered family member, birth, change
in status of a Dependent Child, Medicare enrollment or disenrollment, meeting the termination provisions of the
Plan or the existence of other coverage. Legal documentation will be required for certain changes.

Notification is preferred within 31 days, but no later than 60 days, after any of the above noted events.

Failure to give the Administrative Office timely notice of the above noted events may:

a. prevent you and/or your Dependents from obtaining the right to COBRA Continuation Coverage,

b. terminate coverage of a Dependent Child when coverage might have otherwise continued due to a disability,
c. cause claims to be denied payment until eligibility issues have been resolved,
d

result in your liability to reimburse the Plan if benefits are paid to an ineligible person. The Plan has the right
to offset the amounts paid against the participant’s future medical, dental and/or vision benefits.

In accordance with the requirements in the Affordable Care Act, the Plan will not retroactively cancel coverage (a
rescission) except when premiums/contributions are not timely paid, or in cases when an individual performs an act,
practice or omission that constitutes fraud, or makes an intentional misrepresentation of material fact that is prohibited
by the terms of the Plan. Keeping an ineligible dependent enrolled (for example, an ex-spouse, overage dependent
child, etc.) is considered fraud.

PATIENT PROTECTION RIGHTS OF THE AFFORDABLE CARE ACT FOR HMO PARTICIPANTS
Designation of a Primary Care Provider (PCP):

The HMO medical plans generally allow the designation of a primary care provider (PCP). You have the right to
designate any primary care provider who participates in the network and who is available to accept you or your family
members. For information on how to select a primary care provider, and for a list of the participating primary care
providers, contact your HMO at the phone number listed on your medical plan ID card or visit www.carpenterssw.org.

Direct Access to OB/GYN Providers:

You do not need prior authorization (pre-approval) from any of the Trust's HMO medical plans or from any other person
(including a primary care provider) in order to obtain access to obstetrical or gynecological (OB/GYN) care from an in-
network health care professional who specializes in obstetrics or gynecology. The health care professional, however,
may be required to comply with certain procedures, including obtaining prior authorization for certain services, following
a pre-approved treatment plan or procedures for making referrals. For a list of participating health care professionals
who specialize in obstetrics or gynecology, contact your HMO at the phone number listed on your medical plan ID card
or visit www.carpenterssw.org.

PATIENT PROTECTION RIGHTS OF THE AFFORDABLE CARE ACT FOR PLAN PARTICIPANTS ENROLLED IN
THE SOUTHWEST CARPENTERS MEDICAL PPO PLAN

The Southwest Carpenters Medical PPO Plan offered by the Trust does not require the selection or designation of a
primary care provider (PCP). You have the ability to visit any network or non-network health care provider; however,
payment by the Plan may be less for the use of a non-network provider.

You also do not need prior authorization from the Plan or from any other person (including a primary care provider) in
order to obtain access to obstetrical or gynecological care from a health care professional who specializes in obstetrics
or gynecology. The health care professional, however, may be required to comply with certain procedures, including
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obtaining prior authorization for certain services, following a pre-approved treatment plan or procedures for making
referrals. For a list of participating health care professionals who specialize in obstetrics or gynecology (OB/GYN),
contact your medical plan (phone number listed on your medical plan ID card) or visit www.carpenterssw.org.

This Notice has information about your current prescription drug coverage with Southwest Carpenters Health and
Welfare Trust and the prescription drug coverage available for people with Medicare. It also explains the options you
have under Medicare’s prescription drug coverage and can help you decide whether or not you want to enroll in that
Medicare prescription drug coverage. At the end of this Notice is information on where you can get help to make a
decision about Medicare’s prescription drug coverage.

> If you and/or your family members are not now eligible for Medicare, and will not be eligible
during the next 12 months, you may disregard this Notice.

> If, however, you and/or your family members are now eligible for Medicare or may become
eligible for Medicare in the next 12 months, you should read this Notice very carefully.

This announcement is required by law whether the group health plan’s coverage is primary or secondary to Medicare.

The Trust has determined that the prescription drug coverage is “CREDITABLE” under the
following medical plan options:
Kaiser HMO Plans, and the Southwest Carpenters MEDICAL PPO Plan

“Creditable” means that the value of this Plan’s prescription drug benefit is, on average for all plan
participants, expected to pay out as much as or more than the standard Medicare prescription drug coverage
will pay.

Because the medical plan options noted above are, on average, at least as good as the standard Medicare prescription
drug coverage, you can elect or keep prescription drug coverage under these medical plans and you will not
pay extra if you later decide to enroll in Medicare prescription drug coverage. You may enroll in Medicare
prescription drug coverage at a later time and, because you maintain creditable coverage, you will not have to pay a
higher premium (a late enroliment fee penalty).



REMEMBER TO KEEP THIS NOTICE

If you decide to join one of the Medicare drug plans, you may be required to provide a copy of
this Notice when you join to show whether or not you have maintained creditable coverage
and, therefore, whether or not you are required to pay a higher premium (a penalty).

WHEN CAN YOU JOIN A MEDICARE DRUG PLAN?

Medicare-eligible people can enroll in a Medicare prescription drug plan at one of the following 3 times:
« when they first become eligible for Medicare; or
« during Medicare’s annual election period (from October 15t through December 7t); or

« for beneficiaries leaving employer/union coverage, you may be eligible for a two-month Special Enrollment Period
(SEP) in which to sign up for a Medicare prescription drug plan.

When you make your decision whether to enroll in a Medicare prescription drug plan, you should also compare your
current prescription drug coverage, (including which drugs are covered and at what cost) with the coverage and cost
of the plans offering Medicare prescription drug coverage in your area.

YOUR RIGHT TO RECEIVE A NOTICE

You will receive this Notice at least every 12 months and at other times in the future such as if the creditable/non-
creditable status of the prescription drug coverage through this plan changes. You may also request a copy of a Notice
at any time.

WHY CREDITABLE COVERAGE IS IMPORTANT (When you will pay a higher premium (penalty) to join a
Medicare drug plan)

If you do not have creditable prescription drug coverage when you are first eligible to enroll in a Medicare prescription
drug plan and you elect or continue prescription drug coverage under a non-creditable prescription drug plan, then at
a later date when you decide to elect Medicare prescription drug coverage, you may pay a higher premium (a penalty)
for that Medicare prescription drug coverage for as long as you have that Medicare coverage.

Maintaining creditable prescription drug coverage will help you avoid Medicare’s late enrollment penalty. This late
enrollment penalty is described below:

If you go 63 continuous days or longer without creditable prescription drug coverage (meaning drug coverage
that is at least as good as Medicare’s prescription drug coverage), your monthly premium may go up by at
least 1% of the Medicare base beneficiary premium per month for every month that you did not have either
Medicare prescription drug coverage or coverage under a creditable prescription drug plan. You may have to
pay this higher premium (the penalty) as long as you have Medicare prescription drug coverage.

For example, if 19 months pass where you do not have creditable prescription drug coverage, when you decide
to join Medicare’s drug coverage your monthly premium will always be at least 19% higher than the Medicare
base beneficiary premium. Additionally, if you go 63 days or longer without prescription drug coverage you
may also have to wait until the next October to enroll for Medicare prescription drug coverage.

Maintaining creditable prescription drug coverage will help you avoid Medicare’s late enrollment penalty. This late
enrollment penalty is described below:

If you go 63 continuous days or longer without creditable prescription drug coverage (meaning drug coverage
that is at least as good as Medicare’s prescription drug coverage), your monthly premium may go up by at
least 1% of the Medicare base beneficiary premium per month for every month that you did not have either
Medicare prescription drug coverage or coverage under a creditable prescription drug plan. You may have to
pay this higher premium (the penalty) as long as you have Medicare prescription drug coverage.

For example, if 19 months pass where you do not have creditable prescription drug coverage, when you decide
to join Medicare’s drug coverage your monthly premium will always be at least 19% higher than the Medicare
base beneficiary premium. Additionally, if you go 63 days or longer without prescription drug coverage you
may also have to wait until the next October to enroll for Medicare prescription drug coverage.

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Premium Assistance Under Medicaid and the
Children’s Health Insurance Program (CHIP)

If you or your children are eligible for Medicaid or CHIP and you’re eligible for health coverage from your
employer, your state may have a premium assistance program that can help pay for coverage, using funds from
their Medicaid or CHIP programs. If you or your children aren’t eligible for Medicaid or CHIP, you won’t be
eligible for these premium assistance programs but you may be able to buy individual insurance coverage through
the Health Insurance Marketplace. For more information, visit www.healthcare.gov.

If you or your dependents are already enrolled in Medicaid or CHIP and you live in a State listed below, contact
your State Medicaid or CHIP office to find out if premium assistance is available.
